Topic: Conditional Probabilities

Abstract: From games of chance to court trials to medical diagnoses we are often presented with conditional probabilities - 

probabilities that are dependent on previous events.  Being able to recognize these conditional probabilities can be hugely 

important.  However, according to an article in Scientific American, "in no other branch of mathematics is it so easy for ex-

perts to blunder as in probability theory."  This presentation will review some real life examples of conditional probabilities 

and how the "experts" got them wrong.   The intent is to raise your awareness and help you avoid similar errors in logic.
