This position will perform a key role in defining and supporting NREL’s data and information reporting and management
system specific to the processes, tools, mechanisms and practices. This position will consult other Centers and Offices in the
development of their leading and lagging indicators, assist with capturing the required data and build on to the existing
NREL Dashboard to represent the Center / Office’s metrics needs. Statistical analysis will be required for the more complex
control charts and testing where required.

Conduct statistical analysis for central tendency, variability and defect rates to include hypothesis testing (correlation
strength, regression testing, etc) for discrete and continuous data
Create, analyze and consult the usage of various control charts to technical and non-technical audience
Manage small to medium sized projects to drive a positive impact on metrics, for example, reduce cycle time for transac-
tion processing or increase the quality of a deliverable
Good written communication and presentation skills
Ability to train non-technical staff in the use of statistical modeling and the use of data in every day decision making
